The main area of improvement since our last 

letter is that a solar power supply is now in 

place in Osani with obvious benefits already 

being felt. The picture shows you what a help it 

is at night. It also means that certain medicines 

can now be kept on sight at the right 

temperature which is a great step forward. This 

has been achieved in conjunction with another 

specialised charity, Solar Aid. 

 

Progress is also being made with regard to on 

site testing of blood samples etc. The facility now 

has a small centrifuge and microscope which 

although it may sound basic to us is actually a 

great help to the staff on the ground. 

 

OGRA have also stepped up their involvement 

with a new dedicated team in place overseeing 

the work and we are hopeful this will see a 

gradual increase in the usefulness of the project 

to the local community. 

 

I have just completed the annual account 

statement for 2010-11 and we are encouraged 

by the way the funds have held up in the difficult 

financial situation that we all find ourselves in at 

the present time. The generosity of friends and 

supporters has enabled us to keep going and 

while our cash in hand is not great we have 

always been able to meet our commitment to 

send £1,300  to Kenya on time each month.
